There is an expectation that our new colleague will fully 
participate in meetings and department/program activities. A Ph.D. in Statistics or a related field is 
required. Demonstrated excellence in both teaching and research is expected. 
 
The teaching responsibilities for this position will involve teaching three courses per semester at the 
undergraduate and/or graduate levels.
